e Project employment:

o Will directly create 7,170 person-years of employment in Ontario.

e Project contributions to government revenues:

o The Project will directly and indirectly create $1,347 million in revenues for
Ontario, or $67.4 million per year.

o Total revenues for the Government of Canada would amount to $1,142 million,
or $57.1 million per year.

e Project contributions to economic activity:

o Will increase economic activity, as measured in terms of gross domestic product
(GDP) by $8.1 billion in revenues for Ontario. This is about $407 million per year.
